Overnight Camp Lifeguards  Jr. (17 years old) - $135/week; Sr. (18+ years old) - $235/week 

Get the best of both worlds working as an Overnight Camp Lifeguard. Live with, supervise and facilitate 

daily activities of a cabin group of 6-8 children with a co-counselor. Camp lifeguards will specialize in 

overseeing and facilitating aquatic activities at camp, including boating, sailing, and swimming. Must 

commit to assisting Senior Staff with building an intentional, positive, and impactful camp environment. 

Must have current Lifeguard Certification from the American Red Cross with the waterfront module, or 

from the YMCA with current CPR for the Professional Rescuer.

Male & Female Village Leaders $250-$300/week 

Provide leadership and supervise cabin and village life at camp. Responsible for supervising all staff in 

the village, as well as overall supervision of campers. Work with other Senior Staff to oversee daily 

operations of camp including staff schedules, program development and implementation. Responsible for 

planning and facilitating village and camp-wide evening programs on a weekly basis. Communication 

skills, organizational skills and experience communicating with adults/parents are musts for this role. 

Excitement and creativity strongly encouraged! 

Min. age: 21 years old, must have a valid driver’s license and clean driving record 

Teen Leadership Director $250/week 

Supervise Leader-in-Training and Counselor-in Training programs under guidance of the Camp & 

Conference Director. Provide feedback on CIT/LIT curriculum and additions to enhance the program. Act 

as a cabin counselor for CITs and a support/resource for LIT counselors & campers. Lead CIT camping 

trip and training sessions. Provide coaching and guidance to CITs when shadowing counselors & cabins. 

Min. age: 20 years old, must have valid driver’s license and clean driving record. Camping, lifeguarding 

and youth work experience strongly preferred 

Waterfront Director $275-$325/week 

Oversee all programs taking place on Beaver Lake, including swimming, boating, and swim lessons. 

Responsible for maintaining all boating & waterfront equipment, coordinating lifeguard schedules and 

ensuring standards of safety in all activities lake activities. Also responsible for providing leadership to 

camp, including assisting with developing and running programs, schedules and camp activities. 

Min. age: 21 years old, must have Lifeguarding Certification, 3 years guarding experience, WSI 

certification & waterfront experience strongly preferred
